Barn Rules

Absolutely no dogs or other animals are allowed at the stable.

Park only in designated parking areas. Do not park in front of the dumpster.

The barn is closed on Mondays to everyone.

The arenas are only for the use by Maplewood Boarders and may only be used when lessons are
not in session.

No one may use the arenas for turn out. Only use designated turn out areas!

Do not tie horses anywhere except on the wash racks or in the cross ties, and most preferably use
the cross ties in your stalls.

Horses must be tacked up on the wash racks or in their stalls. Never in the barn aisles!

Anyone using school horses is required to properly groom horses before and after riding and to
cool them down sufficiently, putting blankets on if needed.

Anyone using Maplewood tack is required to clean it and put it away properly. Anyone caught
doing otherwise will have these privileges revoked and must acquire their own equipment.
Anyone who sets up a lesson and doesn’t come will be charged for it, unless it has been canceled
the night before. The answering machine will be on and leaving a message will be sufficient.
Any equipment, left out will be confiscated and a fee must be paid to regain ownership.

Hard hats must be worn whenever mounted.

Chaps and paddock boots, or boots and breeches must be worn for all lessons and riding.
Everyone is riding at his or her own risk and Maplewood Stables, it’s owners and employees shall
not be held responsible for accident, or injury to horse and rider.

Absolutely never, shall anyone jump except in a lesson.

Any damage to property, persons, or other animals caused by you or your horse is your
responsibility and must be replaced or paid for.

No one shall take hay, grain, or bedding, without getting permission, nor shall they instruct
grooms to do grooming etc. without going through the barn manager.

All grain and supplements brought by owner must be kept in tack lockers, and never in barn aisles.
We are not responsible for any tack left out. Put all of your belongings in your tack trunk or
locker and please lock!

The stables have a regular shoer and vet. However, the shoer will not shoe a horse unless paid in
advance, so checks should be left in the office.

Absolutely no horses are permitted on the lawns or in the flowerbeds.

Please do not litter. Keep Maplewood Beautiful. Clean up after your horse and yourself.
Absolutely no smoking allowed on the premises!
